Task 1:
Before watching the news video:

· generate a list of vocabulary

· concepts

· people

· places

· events

..That is relevant to the report.

The teacher will give this information to the students.

So the students will understand what the news video is about. They get a chance to understand the content, if they know the vocabulary, get information about the concept, get to know the people in advance, read something about the places and events, which appear in the video news.

Task 2:

Playing the video without sound:

This can generate a lot of vocabulary.

While students watch the video without any sound, the teacher asks questions regarding the video content. For example: 

· “Who is that?”

· “What are they doing?”

· “What is this?”
· “What is happening here?” and so forth.

At important parts the teacher may stop the video or play the video in slow motion. This will give the students more time to think about vocabulary, what is going on in the video or what they would like to express.
